It is
also convenient to measure playback signals with this POKE command as the
computer does not read the data.  P-P voltage (evels are measured with an
osci lioscope., To return to normal. POKE 54018, €0.

The ATARI 410 circuitry is very well designed and is not prone to
faiture., Most 410 problems are mechanical in nature and peviodis
mainteEnance is vaery important.

Maintenance and Operating HINTS:

1. Remember to LPRINT..with your printer off, bafore saving or |oading
anything to or from casstte.

2. Cle2an the recorder head and capston as outliin2d in the owners manual.
Carefully us2 your head cl2aning swabs and solvent on all drive surfaces
insice the 4180 too.

4. Check youy head altignment. Us2 a tape with an audio track such as
ATARI’s BIORHYTHM CX41@7. POKE S54018,532 and PLAY the audio throush your
TV speakar. Pzl up the tabel on the 4108 betwaen the lid and pPush
buttons. Use a small screwdriver to adiust the head alignment while
fistening for the best high fraauency audin dutput. (In a pinch you may
get by USIiNng an ardinary sterso music casette. )

5. If you experience a Inading ERROR: remove the tap2 and check for
Wrinkles or creases in the medium, Don’t 1=2ave the 410 in the PLAY or
RECORD modes with th2 motor stopped.
